Isle of Guernsey
Originally a Southern Railway cross channel ferry, built in 1930
Fitted out as hospital carrier 26 in 1939. Subsequently used as a Landing Ship Infantry before being refitted to return to civilian use in January 1945.

Sister ship Isle of Jersey was fitted out as a hospital carrier in 1939 with very similar colour scheme and served in this role throughout the war at Scapa Flow

Construction

· Cut the boat deck from grooved sheet supplied to match the width of the hull and fit. Rear edge overhangs rectangular extensions. Shape front edge to match curved front. Fill gaps.

· Add bulwark made from 10 thou styrene sheet to front edge and sides of boat deck as per plan 

· Cut out upper boat deck from grooved sheet supplied and fit to top of superstructure/fore funnel element. Fit bulwarks from 10 thou styrene at front edge and around sides.
· Fit superstructure/funnel piece to front of boat deck and add deck supports.
· Use template to cut out stern raised deck. Fit to moulded superstructure element and add deck supports.
· Add wheelhouse element to upper boat deck.

· Add aft funnel, anchors and winch
· Add masts. NB main mast goes through overhang on boat deck to deck below

· Add ventilators. 2 large ventilators just ahead of aft funnel. A pair of medium ventilators ahead of deckhouse and another pair aft of deckhouse. 2 medium ventilators just ahead of fore funnel. One large mushroom ventilator between forward medium ventilators. Two large mushroom ventilators on aft boat deck. Two medium mushroom ventilators just aft of wheelhouse.
· Add lifeboats. NB those fitted either side of bridge and on aft deck have luffing davits. Those abreast of funnels have quadrantal davits (similar to naval ones on destroyers)

Colours

Hull up to top of stern rail on main deck level – black with white stern rail. NB Post war the colour dividing line was lower with everything white above main deck level
Boot topping red with narrow white dividing line

Funnel – buff with black top.

Masts and hatch coamings - mid-brown.

Ventilators - mid brown (white post war)
Wheelhouse - varnished wood

As hospital carrier.

Overall white (insides of ventilator cowls red)
Funnels and masts buff

Red crosses on hull and funnels
Green stripes between red crosses on hull.

Black rectangles with white 26 on hull sides fore and aft

Wheelhouse - varnished wood
