Isle of Thanet

Originally a Southern Railway cross channel ferry, built in 1925.

Fitted out as hospital carrier 22 in 1939. Damaged by collision during Operation Dynamo. Subsequently used as a Fleet Air Arm target ship, a Landing Ship Infantry and a transport before being refitted to return to civilian use.

Construction

· Cut the boat deck from grooved sheet supplied to match the width of the hull and fit. Rear edge overhangs rectangular extensions slightly. Shape front edge to match curved front. Fill gaps.

· Add bulwark made from 10 thou styrene sheet to front edge and sides of boat deck as per plan 
· Cut out upper boat deck from grooved sheet supplied. 

· Fit forward superstructure piece to front of boat deck (raised portion towards bows).

· Fit deck supports and upper boat deck to superstructure, butting grooved deck up to lip on front of superstructure.

· Use template to cut out bridge deck. Fit bulwarks from 10 thou styrene.

· Add bridge deck to longer part of top of wheelhouse and fit to upper boat deck.

· Add deckhouses.

· Fit steam pipes (2 on fore side with sirens, 1 on aft side) and add funnel. 
· Add boat deck companionway (supplied on separate wafer)

· Add anchors and winch
· Add masts. NB main mast goes through overhang on boat deck to deck below

· Add lifeboats and davits
